


Circle of Grace is is a Christian safe environment program that helps teach
children and youth about God’s constant love and presence with them, and
the sacredness of their relationships with others. Children and youth learn
to live and move within their circle of grace: in body, mind, heart, soul, and
sexuality with age-appropriate lessons using stories of our faith.

The Circle of Grace program helps congregations teach children and youth:

¢ Respect for self and others, and tools for building positive relationships
e Skills for good decision making
e To recognize uncomfortable situations and talk with a “trusted adult”

The program is available as a download resource through our ministry partner,
Dove’s Nest (dovesnest.net.)
